Networking with all the 

Congregations of Sisters of Saint Joseph in the U.S. Federation, we 

collect “change” (coins or bills) in order to bring about sustainable change 

in areas of greatest need.   

Our Goal 
Our goal is to address the ecological crisis — especially the global 

problem of water scarcity — by providing grants for sustainability 

projects in areas where the Sisters of Saint Joseph and Associates 

minister. 

 

How We Help 
We collect small donations from many people, so that joining together in 

a neighbor-to-neighbor, across-the-street and around-the-world effort, we 

can make a difference in the lives of our brothers and sisters in need. 

Since our inception in 2006, Change for Global Change has awarded 

grants totaling $78,100 for sustainability projects to communities in 

Brazil, the Dominican Republic, Guatemala, Haiti, India, Kenya, 

Mozambique, Nicaragua, Peru, Sudan, and the United States.

The Sisters of Saint Joseph were founded in 17th century France to 

address the “miseries” or crucial needs of the time.  We firmly believe 

that caring for Earth and all God’s people is one of today’s greatest needs.
